Family & Friends

In May of 1845, the 
Wheeling Intelligencer pub-
lished a vivid account of the 
collapse of Charles ElletÕs 
suspension bridge over the 
Ohio River just five years af-
ter completion. A portion of 
the article read:

“About three o’clock 
yesterday, we walked to-
ward the Suspension Bridge 
and went upon it, as we have 
frequently done, enjoying a 
cool breeze and the undulat-
ing motion of the bridge…
we had been off the flooring 

only two minutes, and were 
on Main Street when we saw 
persons running toward the 
river bank. We followed, 
just in time to see the whole 
structured heaving and dash-
ing with tremendous force.

“For a few minutes, we 
watched it with breathless 
anxiety; lunging like a ship 
in a storm; at one time, it 
rose to nearly the height 
of the tower, then fell, and 
twisted and writhed, and 
was dashed almost bottom 
upward. At last there seemed 

to be a determine twist along 
the entire span, about one 
half of the flooring being 
nearly reversed, and down 
went the immense structure 
from it’s dizzy height to the 
stream below, with an ap-
palling crash and road.

“We witnessed the ter-
rific scene. The great body 
of flooring and the suspend-
ers, forming something like 
a basket swung between two 
towers, was swayed to and 
fro like the motion of a pen-
dulum. Each vibration giving 
it increased momentum, the 
cables, which sustained the 
whole structure, were unable 
to resists a force operating 
on them in so many different 
directions, and were literally 
twisted and wrenched from 
their fastening.”

ÒIn the pioneering years 
of bridge building, spectac-
ular collapses were not un-
usual. In her book ÔBridges,Õ 
Judith Dupre writes, ÔBy the 
end of the nineteenth centu-
ry, with the expansion of the 
railroad, bridge collapses 
were noted with increased 
regularity and hysteria.Õ

ÒBridges involve com-
plicated engineering. They 
must, delicately and power-
fully balance the often com-
peting physics of tension, 
compression, shear, and tor-
sion. Most bridge disasters, 
therefore, have one thing in 
common, errors in engineer-
ing.Ó (From the book, ÒThe 
Church of the Irresistible In-
fluence,” pg. 58-59, By Rob-
ert Lewis.)

Each day as I cross from 
Camano Island to Stanwood, 

I watch activity involving 
the construction of a new 
bridge that will maintain 
a safe connection between 
our two communities. Up 
to this point, I cannot see 
much physical progress 
but I know much effort has 
been made to ensure ac-
curate engineering. I also 
know long nights are spent 
establishing a solid founda-
tion.

Jesus was a bridge 
builder. Jesus engineered a 
connection between heav-
en and earth that will never 
collapse. The foundation of 
this connection is grounded 
in Jesus’ life, death and res-
urrection. Through Christ 
and faith in Him, we are 
given the right to travel, 
from this life into eternal 
glory.

Jesus also wants to be 
part of engineering our dai-
ly lives. He wants us to ex-
perience the abundant life 
that centers itself in per-
sonally know Jesus Christ, 
trusting in His Word, and 
obeying His teachings. 
This process happens one 
day at a time. As we watch 
the construction progress 
continue to completion, 
may this scripture from St. 
Paul be near in our hearts 
and upon our minds. “That 
He who began a good work 
in you will carry it on to 
completion until the day of 
Christ Jesus.” Philippians 
1:6.

Nellie B. Ware was born on 
Halloween this year, and later 
married Arthur Thompson, 
living and working their en-
tire lives along the Stilly Val-
ley. 

90 YEARS AGO (1919)
Elmer Ramberget served 

with the AEF in France dur-
ing World War I.

80 YEARS AGO (1929)
Stanwood Union High 

School gave the Marysville 
Tomahawks a set down Sat-
urday afternoon 14-0. The 
Stanwood-East Stanwood 
community was on the air 
with KJR for an hour.

70 YEARS AGO (1939) 
Mrs. Cleora Rieske bought 

Juniper Beach property and 
began remodeling the old 
Chas’s Store. Wenberg Park 
and the Lake Goodwin bowl 
were dedicated. A work crew 
cleaned out the debris and 
congestion in Irvine Slough.

60 YEARS AGO (1949) 
South Camano Grange 

was one of the top seven in 
the United States in competi-
tion for community service. 
Ole Svend of Silvana sold 
his Happy Valley farm and 
returned to Norway. Twin 
City rested alone on top of 
the Dist. league heap, with a 
19-0 victory over Concrete. A 
new slate roof was laid on top 
of Our Saviour’s Lutheran 
Church.

50 YEARS AGO (1959)
Sen. Henry Jackson, re-

cently returned from the 
South Pole, was guest speaker 
at the South Camano Grange. 
Road equipment was busy on 
the new route that will by-
pass Warm Beach.

40 YEARS AGO (1969)
A Community Water 

and Sewage Pollution Study 
and Action Committee was 
formed under the auspices 
of the Stanwood Chamber of 
Commerce.

30 YEARS AGO (1979)
Camano Island had new 

emergency phone numbers. 
Eleanor Monson, Silvana 
postmaster, retired after 24 
years service.

20 YEARS AGO (1989) 
Four city employees were 

honored for their service to 
the city: Barb MacLaurin, Le-
roy Moses, Rick Nauman and 
Bill Bachand. An open house 
was held at the old Camano 
City schoolhouse. The idea 
of not spraying vs. mowing 
in Island County was mowed 
down by the cost at the com-
missioners meeting. Mari-
juana plants were discovered 
near Kayak Point where 
Stanwood police assisted in 
arrests. Gail Hacker, M.D. 
became the newest member 
of the medical profession in 
Stanwood.

10 YEARS AGO (1999)
The school district’s new 

name is the Stanwood-Ca-
mano School District. The 
U.S. Army Corps of Engi-
neers detonated explosives 
in Deepwater Slough near 
Conway, causing repercus-
sions to rattle windows and 
shake houses on north Ca-
mano. Stanwood swept all 
the cross-country races at the 
Western Conference 3A, with 
the Lady Harriers getting 
their second straight confer-
ence championship. A fierce 
storm swept over the Stilly 
Valley right after the last corn 
harvest of the century. 
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
